Dana established ROLDA as a rescue group in
1999 in Galati.

In 2003, ROLDA purchased land in the village
of Smardan (near Galati) in order to build a
shelter for rescue dogs.

In 2006 the ROLDA became a registered non
profit organization in Romania.

Two other shelters were established in 2007 for
dogs and in 2023 for senior and disabled cats.

In 2022, days after the war started in Ukraine,
ROLDA began to use our expertise and location
to help animals affected by the war.

InJune 2025, ROLDA Ltd became the successor
to ROLDA Inc, the charity | founded and
registered in Australia in 2014. Donations to
ROLDA Ltd continue to fund the ROLDA
shelters and outreach work in Galati, and other
vital animal welfare work in war torn Ukraine,
Palestine as well as Turkish and Bulgarian

puppy mills.

IIn 2026, ROLDA celebrates its 20 years
anniversary and over 100,000 animals helped,
expanding to Australia.

ROLDA has demonstrated the capability
to address large scale problems relating to
stray animals. Galati is the 5th largest
town in Romania and also a major
industrial city because it hosts the largest
steel plant in Europe. This was the home
approximately 10000 strays who migrated
from the city of Galati, in search of a new
territory or strays who were born there.

To solve this giant problem, ROLDA built
a large shelter from scratch with the
capacity to welcome 700 dogs. Until
2017, when our shelters were full to
capacity, ROLDA also sterilized and
returned dogs to their territory.

Our ongoing promise is that we never put
down a healthy dog. And we always keep
our promises!
